Failand village hall was the perfect west  country setting for this size club show and had been transformed with tables groaning with specials, rosettes & "Scottie" paraphernalia under the knowing eye of Club secretary Neil Straw, a mere quarter century or so in situ and another of the countless unsung heroes of the dog game who, frankly, enable it to survive by ensuring both experienced breeder/exhibitors as well as "newbies" can come together in this relatively relaxed setting in the hope of bringing on the next generation of breed enthusiasts and administrators. Good on him & his colleagues and I was pleased to see them supported by exhibitors from as far away as Pembroke, Gravesend & Isle of Wight. Next year is the Club's 70th anniversary so bound to be special and worth looking out for.

Grovelling over! I was grateful to be entrusted with this level of responsibility away from the JDP classroom & utilised the excellent extended standard prepared by Stuart Plane &  also delved into Tom Horner's down to earth guidance in his Terriers of the World "bible". The vast majority of the 31 exhibits entered for competition were indeed present.

STD(2,0)

1st: Tyler's Divadell Room At The Top; 19m brindle of pleasing overall type; awkward teenager stage; gd head length & proportions; ears a touch wide; correct neck; compact body shape; gd jacket well prepared by his "trier" owner; comes on a bit loose but then he does need to develop in forechest & to drop; really sound rear; smart & active in carriage.

2nd: Hill's Polwicks Black Tourmaline Of Tahgmor; remarkable 9.5yrs; heavier built through skull & body; loved the length to his head with ex eye & ears & slight stop; strong neck into well laid shoulder; had the advantage of maturity but was less secure behind & his backline ran up to the rear; lacked a harsh topcoat; such a great character. This exhibitor is to be commended for entering her 2 exhibits in some 11 classes so as to become the greatest Club supporter of the day.

JD(2,0)

1st: Rees' Rabbonai Ringleader At Miacarla 17m blk; developing well with an engaging, active style about him; quality head of clean lines & gd length; dark, almond eye; correct depth with "fist" clearance; less coat would enhance his shape further; firm front; short back with firm backline; big buttocks behind the tail; sound with drive; promising youngster.

2nd:  Lewis' Samstever Sir James Of Wiselds 15m brindle; significantly less forward; gd overall shape & proportions to grow into; currently longer & taller; needs to firm at elbow but this should improve as he develops in forechest; gd head features but shorter headed; gd jacket; scored in his firm hindquarters that drove him forward.

ND(1,0)

1st: Chick's Brueik All The Aces; rising 2yrs & of a quality way beyond this class level; bit heavy in skull but head has length & balanced proportions; gd eye & ear; gd bone & feet;  short jacket; backline was firm on handling; gd angles; gd tailset; sound, active mover with drive; 

GD(4,1)

1st: Pagram's Torcraig Golden Chance; just turned 2 yrs wheaten; gd head proportions but rather full in cheek; neat, well set ears; dark eye; ex jacket; thickset, compact body; correct depth & clearance; well muscled rear; free & sound in movement

LD(4,0). The top 3 were all sired by the wheaten Rolanka Pass The Buck To Benartybrae

1st: Sykes'  Sandbourne Ready Freddie Go; brindle rising 4yrs; liked everything about this typy d; low to ground but with clearance; clean line to his long head; slight stop; dark eye; gd neck; balanced angles; short, level back; harsh jacket well tuned out; gd tailset; strong quarters; kept a gd outline on the move where he was true, smart & free; he has the scope to mature on even more and should surely move up through the ranks this show season. BD; BOS; RBIS.

2nd: Meek's Benartybrae Macarena; 4yrs wheaten; heavier headed albeit of gd length; lacked nose pigment; ex neck & shoulder; thick-set; well ribbed; deep; well angulated rear; sound & active but with rising backline.

3rd: Walker's Beaureveur Perseus

OD(5,0)

1st: Rees' Rabbonai Gilead At Miacarla; 6yrs blk; appeared fit for purpose; thick-set & powerful; gd overall type; strong enough in head but all balanced & in proportion; equally had balanced angulation fore & aft; deep with clearance; ex jacket; has width & muscle in buttocks; moved out with bold style, drive & soundness. RBD

2nd:  Pagram's Torcraig Sydnificant; 2yrs; quality & within a small compass but a little finely drawn that starts with the muzzle; lovely eye & ear; gd neck; immaculate jacket; well ribbed back; short back; moves with activity but slopes off a little at croup that was evident in profile action; smart but less functional.

3rd: Hill's Samstever Gold Amulet

VD(1,0)

1st: P Black Tourmaline Of T.

STB(1,0)

1st: Hill's Skircoat Sicilenne Of Tahgmor; 19m blk and a gd sort of b; bold, friendly temperament; ex head & eye; textbook ears to add character & expression to her proportionate, feminine head; gd neck & front assembly; level; short; lacked a harsh topcoat; rather tucked under in rear.

MPB(1,0)

1st:Norton's Divadell Fly Me To The Moon; 6m blk; ex balance through well developed fore & hind quarters; gd bone; proportionate length of head; gd eye; short & level; ex jacket; gd set on; strong, sound mover in a small compass; hope she continues to develop along these lines. BPIS

PB(2,1)

1st: Emmins' Rousann Box Of Tricks For Wesscots; 10m blk; v promising being well bodied & constructed with an ex dense double coat; gd bone & feet; deep chest; level; balanced angles; gd tailset with buttocks behind; less balanced in head with a relatively short skull as against muzzle.

JB(2,0)

1st: Emmins' Trakside Fable At Wesscots; 14m blk; of obvious solid breed type; gd skull, eye & ears; a little long & downfaced in muzzle; gd neck & backline; ideal size & body proportions; correct clearance; gd set on; correct jacket; sound & assertive on the move; one with an assured future.

2nd: Norton's Samstever Phenix Over Divadell; rising 16m brindle; awkward teenager being taller set & less developed in body; width to skull; strong foreface; ribs carried back; gd jacket & tailset with gd buttocks; came on rather wide; will be interested to see how she has come together with another 12m on her.

GB(3,0)

1st: Meek's Benartybrae Love In A Mist; 3yrs blk; much to admire & to surely rise up the class rankings through the summer; gd head length; ex eye & ears; clean front; gd rib flattening to deep chest but with clearance; thickset; level; gd tailset; ex jacket; straight moving.

2nd: Corney's Rilynson Aruba Arehucas; 19m brindle; gd headed, feminine b; obviously less mature; short wiry topcoat but way too many furnishings did not enhance her loose front; taller set with a rising backline; maturity should address these youthfull issues; alert & active on the move.

3rd:  S Sicilienne of T

LB(3,1)

1st: Sykes' Benartybrae Apache Tear; 4yrs blk; full of quality & breed specific type; power in small compass; long, proportionate head with strong; deep foreface; dark, almond  eye; gd bone & feet; short & muscular; slight rise in backline more evident when gaiting; ex jacket; absolutely sound fore & aft; close up in the challenge.

2nd: S Sicilienne of T

OB(3,0)

1st: Pagram's  Torcraig Sea Pearl; 2.5yrs blk; glorious b. as she not only scores in most breed points but she also exudes feminine class & style; long, narrow head with correct planes & degree of stop; keen eye as to look down her nose at the likes of me; ears not her fortune; strong neck & backline; in immaculate coat & condition; well ribbed back; alert carriage to move soundly with drive; the sort of exhibit that just takes the competition up a notch being clearly of CC quality. BB; BIS

2nd: Walker's Benartybrae Salsa Avec Beaureveur; 4yrs brindle; rather a broad, heavier head but of gd length; gd eye & ears; thickset & short coupled but over conditioned so as to lose her topline; outstanding coat; correct width through buttocks yet ran rather close behind.

3rd: S Sicilienne of T

VB (3,1)

1st: Corney's Rilynson Island Princess; 11.5yrs brindle; no mistaking correct breed type & coupled with a style & performance that belied her years; long, relatively narrow & proportionate head; correct angles & body clearance; strong neck & backline; clean front; ribbed well back; firm quarters; ex jacket well presented; correct set on; came into her own on the move where she was free & true with drive. RBB

2nd: Corney's Rilynson Sunshine Princess a mere 8.5 yrs brindle; no wonder these two took a bit of sorting as here was the daughter of Island Princess! Another quality brindle with lovely head & eye; correct depth; gd bone & feet; thickset; ex jacket; just a little too much condition causing a slight rise in backline.

STAKES:

These were dominated by Hills' Rolanka Pass The Buck To Benartybrae; 5yrs wheaten; came to life in the presence of some ladies! Sire of the top 3 in LD; exudes breed type but now that bold breed character emerged to give a picture of great power & moved accordingly.

Finally, BEST NAME has to be the one found in NFC: Toby or not Toby!!
